Abstract

This study aims to provide a comprehensive bibliometric analysis and systemric review of global research on family
takaful, identifying publication trends, leading contributors, influential works, and emerging thematic areas. It also
seeks to highlight research gaps and propose future research directions.The study utilized a systematic review and
bibliometric analysis of 78 documents related to family takaful, indexed in the Scopus and Web of Science (WOS)
databases, covering the period from 2009 to 2025. Tools such as VOSviewer, Biblioshiny, Bibliometrix (R package),
and Microsoft Excel were employed for data visualization and analysis. Descriptive and network analyses were con-
ducted to map publication trends, author collaborations, thematic clusters citation patterns and shows the research
gaps and future research directions.The results reveal a steady increase in family takaful research, with Malaysia
dominating authorship, institutional affiliations, and publication outputs. Key research themes include consumer
behavior, product modeling, Shariah compliance, and service quality. Influential studies highlight trust, awareness,
and subjective norms as pivotal drivers of takaful adoption. However, research is predominantly region-specific
(Malaysia and Pakistan), with limited cross-cultural validation, empirical field testing, and supply-side analyses.
This study is the first to conduct a dedicated bibliometric analysis and systemic review focused solely on family ta-
kaful literature, addressing a significant gap in existing takaful research which has largely been general in scope. By
providing a comprehensive overview of the intellectual structure and evolution of family takaful studies, the paper
offers valuable insights for academics, practitioners, and policymakers aiming to enhance the growth and innovation
within the takaful industry. The analysis is constrained to documents indexed in Scopus and WOS, excluding grey
literature and publications in non-English languages. The limited number of high-quality empirical studies restricts
a deeper analysis of behavioral adoption factors. Future research should consider broader datasets, explore under-
represented regions, and integrate technological innovations and supply-side perspectives to advance the takaful
literature.

Bu caligma, aile tekafiilii (Katihm Hayat Sigortasi) alaninda yurttilen kiresel aragtirmalar: kapsaml bir bibliyo-
metrik analizini ve sistematik bir incelemesini sunmayi; yayin egilimlerini, 6nde gelen katk: saglayicilari, etkili ca-
ligmalari ve ortaya ¢ikan tematik alanlar belirlemeyi amaclamaktadir. Ayrica aragtirma bogluklarini ortaya koymay:
ve gelecekteki aragtirma yonelimlerine dair éneriler sunmay: hedeflemektedir. Calismada, 2009-2025 dénemini
kapsayan ve Scopus ile Web of Science (WOS) veri tabanlarinda dizinlenen Katilim Hayat Sigortast ile ilgili 78 belge
tzerinde sistematik inceleme ve bibliyometrik analiz gerceklestirilmistir. Veri gérsellestirme ve analiz i¢cin VOS-
viewer, Biblioshiny, Bibliometrix (R paketi) ve Microsoft Excel gibi araclar kullamilmistir. Yayin egilimlerini, yazar
igbirliklerini, tematik ktmeleri ve atif druntiilerini haritalamak i¢in betimleyici analizler ve ag analizleri yapilmis;
aragtirma bogluklar1 ve gelecege yonelik aragtirma alanlar belirlenmigtir. Sonuglar, aile tekafiilii aragtirmalarinda
istikrarh bir artig oldugunu gostermektedir; Malezya ise yazar sayisi, kurumsal baghliklar ve yayin giktilar acisindan
alana hakimdir. Baglica aragtirma temalarn titketici davranig, tiriin modellemesi, Fikhi uyum ve hizmet kalitesidir.
Etkili caligmalar, tekafill benimsenmesinde gtven, farkindalik ve ¢znel normlarin énemli belirleyiciler oldugunu
ortaya koymaktadir. Bununla birlikte, aragtirmalar buytk 6l¢tde bolgeseldir (Malezya ve Pakistan) ve kiltirleraras:
dogrulama, ampirik saha testleri ve arz tarafina yonelik analizler sinirlidir. Bu ¢aligma, yalnizca aile tekafuli litera-
turtne odaklanan 6zel bir bibliyometrik analiz ve sistematik inceleme gerceklestiren ilk aragtirma olma niteligini
tagimakta; mevcut tekafill aragtirmalarinda genel kapsaml ¢aligmalarin biraktigi énemli bir boglugu doldurmakta-
dur. Aile tekafult calismalarinin entelekttel yapisina ve gelisimine kapsamb bir genel bakig sunarak akademisyenler,
uygulayicilar ve politika yapicilar icin tekaftl sektériinde biytimeyi ve yeniligi desteklemeye yonelik degerli icgéri-
ler saglamaktadir. Analiz, yalmzca Scopus ve WOS veri tabanlarinda dizinlenen belgelerle sinirh olup gri literatirt
ve Ingilizce digindaki yayinlari kapsamamaktadir. Yiiksek kaliteli ampirik calismalarin sinirli olmasi, davranissal
benimseme faktérlerinin daha derinlemesine analiz edilmesini zorlagtirmaktadir. Gelecekte yapilacak aragtirmalar
daha genis veri setlerini dikkate almali, temsil edilmeyen bélgeleri incelemeli ve teknolojik yenilikler ile arz tarafi
bakis agilarini entegre ederek tekaftl literattriini gelistirmelidir.

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Introduction

As it is known in the traditional financial system, insurance is a contractual arrangement in which the insurer pledges to
provide financial compensation or coverage to the insured for specified losses, risks, or damages, in return for the periodic
payment of a premium (Haberbeck, 1987). Takaful is a virtuous initiative that allows individuals in a community to collec-
tively pool their resources to support one another in times of loss. By offering financial aid for unforeseen hardships, it plays
avital role in alleviating poverty, fostering mutual assistance, and nurturing a sense of solidarity and brotherhood among its
participants. In other words, insurance is a financial protection system that develops a risk management strategy or serves
as an intermediary to reduce risk uncertainty and provides a planned financing technique in which unfavorable situations
are secured (Ashikin et al., 2012).

The concept of Takaful is derived from the Arabic word (kafala) and is also explained as a group of individuals guaranteeing
each other against potential loss or damage that they may encounter (Arifin et al., 2013). Takaful, as a word, means solidarity
and mutual trust. In other words, today it can be used as taking responsibility for something, becoming a guarantor, and
undertaking. The term takaful is widely recognized in international financial literature as referring to ‘Islamic insurance.
Takaful means mutual self-protection within a collectivity incurring loss. The takaful system, also related to Islamic insur-
ance, originates from mutual cooperation (taawun) and principles of voluntary donation (tabarru’). Through the operation
of this system, the risk is shared by its members in order to protect all others (Dusuki, 2011).

Takaful, an Islamic insurance system, can be divided into two main types: family takaful and general takaful. General takaful
is characterised by short-term policies where the contributions (or premiums) paid by participants collectively belong to the
participants. This model promotes risk sharing among participants, offering a fairer insurance framework. General takaful
generally covers areas such as property, vehicle and liability insurance, enabling participants to mutually manage and reduce
their short-term risks. Family takaful, on the other hand, typically involves long-term policies similar to traditional life in-
surance. It is primarily designed to support participants’ long-term financial goals, such as providing financial security for
dependents, including retirement savings or children’s education. Family takaful plans usually consist of two separate funds:
a participant savings account that accumulates contributions and an investment or endowment account used for risk shar-
ing and charitable purposes (Arifin et al., 2013). The takaful system, which distinguishes between these two types, provides
both short-term risk management and long-term financial protection by adhering to the principles of mutual assistance and
shared responsibility.

General diversification has increased with much amplification of the global takaful markets which was great and has con-
tinued to increase in Malaysia for quite some time now. From the new trend development recorded in takaful insurance in
Malaysia, Indonesia, Singapore Brunei, its roots remained in the middle East of Bahrain, Iran, Saudi Arabia, and Qatar new
markets still evolving such as Egypt, UAE and Kuwait. The expansion of takaful markets in Malaysia presents substantial
opportunities to increase the industry’s market share (Arifin at al., 2013).

Additionally, the Takaful system is viewed as a cooperative or mutual insurance scheme where members contribute a certain
amount of money to a common pool. Islamic insurance is not only in demand in countries where the majority of the popu-
lation is Muslim; it is also attracting significant interest in many European countries due to growing Muslim communities
(Al-Amri and Hossain, 2017).

This increasing global interest in family takaful highlights the importance of bibliometric studies in understanding and shap-
ing the future development of the takaful sector. Various studies indicate that there is widespread awareness and under-
standing of family takaful among global Muslim communities (Sadeghi, 2010). Therefore, the current bibliometric analysis
of family takaful publications is expected to contribute to enhancing the global community’s understanding of the family
takaful system and its role in cooperative Islamic finance.

1. Existing Bibliometric Studies in Takaful Studies

Khan et al. (2020), have conducted a bibliometric study about takaful literature. The aim of the study, by examining 69
articles between 1958-2020, provides a thorough analysis of existing studies and contributions to literature. They found
three main research streams that leading the takaful literature which are overview, growth paths and models, governance
mechanisms and product/services and customer perception. Ansari (2022) examined 96 articles by using Scopus database
and grouped them according to their unique themes such as consumer behavior, takaful models and governance. This study
aims to identify the gaps and potential research areas for takaful studies. Alam et al. (2023), have conducted a study to ex-
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amine Takaful studies between 1989 and 2022. According to this study between 2017 and 2022 takaful studies had a peak
and the research shows that Takaful research is divided into four main themes which are risk management in the Takaful
industry and its relationship with Islamic banks, efficiency in the Takaful industry and Takaful customers’ behavior and the
development of Takaful. Also, the study recommends a systematic literature review on family takaful. Malik and Sulaiman
(2023) also examined the literature of takaful studies between 2000 and 2023. They mentioned that the number of studies
has increased significantly and consistently over the last 23 years. They couldn’t find any article about agricultural takaful.
Nuraini and Marlina (2023) have conducted a study to examine research patterns concerning Takaful performance by using
62 articles which were extracted from Scopus database. It is understood from the study that research on the theme of Takaful
Performance is gradually developing. Boudaly Hamid and Abdelbari (2024) aimed to examine the evolution of studies on
Takaful which are published by leading journals. Hussin et al. (2024), conducted a bibliometric review by using Scopus da-
tabase including research articles from 1989 to mid-2023. They founded Malaysia as the leading nation in Takaful research.
Mustapha and Anas (2024) analyzed the Scopus database consisting of literature from 1983 to 2023. According to this study
research on Takaful underwent a thematic evolution after 2019 due to the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, shifting to
more contemporary themes related to risk management, family Takaful and purchase intention. Qadri et al. (2024) note that
all the available studies on the subject mainly focus on the historical development of Takaful, concepts and models of Takaful,
and customer satisfaction with the Takaful system. In contrast, the use of technology in innovating Takaful products and
resolving Shariah-related challenges in its contemporary practice is barely discussed in any of the previous literature.

When examining bibliometric studies in the literature, a lack of research focusing specifically on family mutual aid schemes
becomes apparent. Previous studies do not present any specific findings regarding family mutual aid schemes, and the re-
search gap is not clearly justified. According to Alam et al. (2023), a comprehensive review of the literature on family soli-
darity is essential to identify emerging research directions. In response to these gaps, this study aims to provide a detailed
bibliometric analysis and thus make a significant contribution to the literature.

This article presents a bibliometric analysis of family Takaful studies indexed in Scopus and WOS. It examines the growth
trends of family Takaful publications from 2009 to 2025, authors’ productivity, institutions, countries, source titles, and the
most cited documents. Networks and layers have also been created based on authors’ keywords. The objectives of the study
are to examine global research trends in family Takaful and to identify leading participants, journals, and thematic areas in

the field.
This study addresses the following research questions (RQs):

RQ1: How has research on Family Takaful evolved over time?

RQ2: Who are the leading authors, institutions, and regions in this field?

RQ3: What are the most frequently cited documents and studies in takaful research?
RQ4: What are the dominant themes and emerging trends?

RQ5: What are the Research Gaps and Future research directions?

By clearly identifying the research gap and the need for this study, this work addresses previous limitations in the literature
and establishes a foundation for future academic research on family takaful.

As for the organization and content of this study, following the introduction, Section 2 presents a Methodology. Section 3
outline the Results and Discussion. Section 4 the Conclusion.

2. Methodology

The term bibliometrics was first used by Pritchard (1969) and replaced the classical term known as ‘statistical bibliography’.
With the rapid growth of scientific knowledge, bibliometric analysis has developed significantly over time and has become
more sophisticated. This method of analysis has thus been adopted for a number of uses: analysis of the intellectual struc-
ture of a field, visualization of collaboration networks, and detection of new trends in the performance of publications. The
datasets used in bibliometric analysis are usually comprehensive and objective. This method is seen as an effective tool for
mapping the existing body of knowledge of a scientific field and analyzing its evolution over time. Thus, bibliometrics can
contribute to the development of a discipline and provide researchers with the opportunity to identify gaps in their field,
develop new research ideas and contribute directly to the literature (Donthu et al, 2021; Effendy et al, 2021; Moral-Munoz
et al, 2020). The usual method uses mapping and clustering techniques that are firmly set within prior assumptions and a
mathematical foundation. For example, work using the tool VOSviewer has shown that, in many cases, both parameterized
and weighted variants can be considered variants of more general forms. Methods studying the most highly cited published
works within a period and combine these with mapping and clustering processes.

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2.1. Data Collection

This research adopts a systematic procedure for data acquisition and filters the data progressively to result in a final, pro-
cessed dataset. The cleaned and sorted data are then ready to be analyzed in detail. Before this step, one needs to define the
subject of the research and its boundaries, which should correspond to the purpose of the research. This study investigates
famaily takaful studies available in the Scopus and Web of Science (WOS) database, supported by an extensive literature re-
view. The Scopus database has been selected for this study because it is the most important primary resource for bibliometric
analysis, providing extensive multidisciplinary coverage that is fundamental to understanding the content and dynamics
of global research activities (Chin and Chew, 2021; Suprapto et al., 2021). It stands out as one of the most comprehensive
abstract and citation databases, encompassing international studies in science, technology, medicine, social sciences, hu-
manities, and arts (Jeflea et al., 2022; Kudaibergenova et al., 2022).

Scopus and WOS are among the most commonly used databases for searching and selecting academic literature, offering
extensive coverage of peer-reviewed journals, conference papers, and books (Agrifoglio et al., 2021). Researchers frequently
rely on these platforms for bibliometric analyses, either independently or in combination. Other sources like Google Scholar
were excluded due to concerns over inconsistent reliability and insufficient citation data (Farooq 2023).

Bibliometric studies across various fields frequently utilize data sourced from Scopus and WOS. In this study, the selected
documents were processed following a rigorous research methodology, as outlined in Figure 1. Data was retrieved from
Scopus and WOS covering the period from 2009 to 2025 (since the first article was published in this field). Considering the
limited availability of takaful studies, the search focused on documents containing the terms “family” and “takaful” within
their title, abstract, and keyword sections. This study focuses solely on family takaful due to the limited research objectives
and relevant English publications in this field. This search identified 168 documents. Data cleaning revealed no duplicate
entries, ensuring the inclusion of the same number of documents in subsequent analyses of the identified documents, 78
were deemed highly relevant, primarily addressing family takaful. This selection was based on keyword relevance, specifically
“family” and “takaful.” The limited availability of English-language studies in this niche area required detailed examinations,
including linkage analyses of the works of authors with multiple contributions to the field. These focused analyses provided
valuable insights into the domain of family takaful.

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2.2. Research Tools

The data from the Scopus and WOS databases were exported as comma-separated values format (.csv). This data set includes
genre, year, language, subject area, source title, keywords, abstract, country, institution, number of citations and authorship.
Software such as VOSviewer, Biblioshiny, Bibliometrix R package and Microsoft Excel were used to perform bibliometric
analyses. These tools were used to create and visualise bibliometric network maps as well as statistical analyses.

VOSviewer is a software that provides text mining functions to visualise citation relationships between publications and
co-occurrence networks of terms. This tool transforms the data into an interconnected map format, representing the links
between nodes, the strength and extent of the links with weighted indicators (Al Husaeni and Nandiyanto, 2022). Items,
such as publications, researchers or terms, links and clusters are colour- and size-coded on the map; items with higher
weights are highlighted more prominently according to van Eck and Waltman, 2021. Besides, VOSviewer offers an integrated
clustering and mapping approach to detect related noun phrases and term matches.

Biblioshiny is a web-based application running within the Bibliometrix R package and was developed by Aria and Cuccurullo
(2017). This open-source tool, upon uploading and processing bibliographic data, offers descriptive analyses like annual re-
search progress, prolific authors, countries, articles, and top keywords (Aria and Cuccurullo, 2018). These tools are powerful
for visualizing research activities and performing detailed analysis; therefore, they are widely used in the analysis of large
bibliographic datasets.

R Studio was used to merge the bibliometric data obtained from Scopus and Web of Science, and to perform the subsequent
analysis.

These tools are, therefore, enabling thorough investigation of scientific networks, research collaboration, and trends in liter-
ature, giving the researcher more depth in related fields.

3. Results and Discussion
3.1. Descriptive Overview

The descriptive overview of the family takaful research landscape from 2009 to 2025 highlights its dynamic growth and
interdisciplinary engagement. Over these 15 years, 78 scholarly documents were produced, with an annual growth rate of
13.85%, signifying increasing academic interest. These publications span various sources, including 54 journals, book chap-
ters, conference papers, and data papers. The average age of documents is 6.73 years, reflecting the field’s relative novelty
and ongoing evolution. The average number of citations per document is 8.167, indicating a moderate academic impact.
Keywords Plus (151) and Author Keywords (251) demonstrate the thematic diversity and evolving focus areas within the
takaful domain. The collaboration dynamics further highlight the field’s robust academic networking. Among 191 contribut-
ing authors, there is an average of 3.45 co-authors per document, with 16.67% of publications involving international co-au-
thorships. Document types are dominated by journal articles (60), underscoring the importance of peer-reviewed platforms
in advancing takaful research. These descriptive findings emphasise family takaful studies’ steady expansion and global rele-
vance while setting a foundation for further scholarly contributions.

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Figure 2 presents the publication trend of 78 documents on Family Takaful from 2009 to 2025. As discussed earlier, interest
in Family Takaful has been on the increase since 2009, starting after the financial crisis 2008. A rapid increase in the number
of publications is noted between the years 2012 and 2013, which may reflect an increased awareness of the importance of
Family Takaful. Moreover, the year 2019 to 2024 saw a sharp increase in publications, which could be attributed to more
awareness of Family Takaful, particularly post-COVID-19.

Table 2 presents the top 10 most active source titles in Family Takaful research. The Journal of Islamic Marketing' tops
the list, with 7 publications on the topic. It is followed by the Journal of Islamic Accounting and Business Research? with 5
papers, Isra International Journal of Islamic Finance® with 4, and the International Journal of Islamic and Middle Eastern
Finance and Management* with 3 papers. Remarkably, five out of ten journals are indexed in the second quartile (Q2), while
three are in the third quartile (Q3). In general, the journals have different levels of impact and publication frequency.

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Table 3 highlights the top 10 contributing authors in the field of Family Takaful. Dr. Puspa Liza Binti Ghazali (Ghazali PL.),
an Associate Professor at Universiti Sultan Zainal Abidin, leads with 11 publications. Followed by Dr. Maizaitulaidawati
Md Husin (Husin M), an Associate Professor at Universiti Teknologi Malaysia (UTM), with 9 publications. Dr. Mustafa
Mamat (Mamat M), also from Universiti Sultan Zainal Abidin, has authored 7 papers. Dr. Asmak Ab Rahman (Ab R A) from
the University of Malaya has contributed 5 papers. Dr. Md. Faruk Abdullah (Abdullah M), likewise from Universiti Sultan
Zainal Abidin, and Dr. Wan Muhamad Amir Bin Wan Ahmad (Ahmad W) from Universiti Malaysia Terengganu have each
published 4 papers. The remaining authors among the top 10 have contributed between 3 and 4 publications each.

Table 4 presents The top 10 institutions contributing to the academic literature on Family Takaful reveal Malaysia’s dominant
role in advancing research in this field. Leading the list is Universiti Sultan Zainal Abidin (UNiSZA) with 17 publications,
followed closely by Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia (UKM) with 15, and Universiti Teknologi Malaysia (UTM) with 14. Oth-
er prominent Malaysian institutions include the University of Malaya (UM) and International Islamic University Malaysia
(IIUM), each with 13 publications, as well as Universiti Utara Malaysia (UUM), Universiti Putra Malaysia (UPM), and Uni-
versiti Tunku Abdul Rahman (UTAR). Collectively, these universities underscore Malaysia’s strong academic commitment
to exploring and promoting the Family Takaful system, aligning with the country’s leadership in Islamic finance. Beyond
Malaysia, Heriot-Watt University (UK) and University Brunei Darussalam also contribute to the discourse, though to alesser
extent.

Malaysian institutions dominate the top affiliations in Family Takaful research, reflecting the country’s strong focus on the

field , which aligns with the findings of Hussin et al. (2024).

3.2. Influential Contributions
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In order to answer the research questions mentioned in the previous section, this article analyzed the following elements
of academic studies: publication by year of publication, by document types, by source titles, by source types, publication by
country, publication by institution, languages of documents, subject areas, citation models and keywords, themes on family

takaful studies based on titles and abstracts. Most data are presented in frequency and percentage format.

The most cited studies shows in table 6 included metrics such as total citations (TC) and citations per year (C/Y).

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Table 6 shows The ten most-cited papers on family Takaful which cover a diverse range of themes, including consumer be-
havior, product modeling, market demand, and psychological factors driving adoption. Several studies emphasize the role of
behavioral intentions and attitudes. For instance, Md Husin and colleagues (2016) demonstrate that mass media and word
of mouth shape subjective norms, which strongly predict purchase intention. Similarly, Aziz et al. (2019) highlight the medi-
ating role of trust—particularly how religiosity influences attitudes and decisions through perceived trust. In line with this,
multiple studies like Farhat et al. (2019) and Shaikh et al. (2020) also confirm the significance of attitude, awareness, and
religious alignment, especially among younger or urban populations in Pakistan.

In terms of economic and institutional influences, Sherif and Shaairi (2013) provide a macroeconomic view by identifying
how variables such as income, education, Islamic banking infrastructure, and population dynamics positively affect family
Takaful demand in Malaysia. Ghazali et al. (2011) and Ghazali et al. (2015) explore technical innovations through mathemat-
ical modeling—showing that the Mudharabah model offers better returns to clients than the Wakala model, while a proposed
integration model allows for affordability through modular product units. Moreover, job satisfaction studies (e.g., Rahman et
al., 2017) reveal that while both conventional and Takaful employees are influenced by similar motivators, Shari¥ah percep-
tion enhances satisfaction within Takaful systems.

Collectively, these studies underscore that while religious values and attitudes play key roles, practical factors—such as
awareness campaigns, trust mechanisms, and financial design—are equally vital in promoting Takaful participation. Howev-
er, most research is region-specific (mainly Malaysia and Pakistan), and several call for broader empirical testing, cross-cul-
tural validation, and real-world behavioral measurement. The integration of digital tools and long-term model performance
also remains a promising area for future research.

3.3. Research Themes

Table 7 shows the top 20 keywords of the Family Takaful literature, which reveal a strong focus on core concepts such as
“Takaful” and “Family Takaful,” underscoring their centrality to the discourse. Related terms like “Islamic insurance” and
“life insurance” reflect the dual emphasis on religious compliance and financial protection. Geographically, “Malaysia” and
“Pakistan” dominate the research landscape, likely due to their well-established Takaful sectors. Behavioral aspects such as
“attitude,” “intention,” and “subjective norm” indicate a significant interest in understanding consumer decision-making
through the lens of the Theory of Planned Behavior. Keywords like “customer satisfaction,” “trust,” and “service quality”
highlight the importance of client-centric approaches in sustaining Takaful participation. Additionally, legal and financial
instruments such as “conditional hibah” and “solvency” reflect the operational and regulatory dimensions critical to the
industry’s growth. Overall, the frequent keywords point to a multidimensional exploration of Family Takaful, encompassing
behavioral, operational, religious, and regional aspects.

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3.4. Future research and content analysis

The literature on family takaful demonstrates growing scholarly interest in understanding both demand-side and supply-side
dynamics, product design, and Shariah compliance. Most studies converge on a few key determinants of adoption: religiosity,
trust, awareness, subjective norms, and perceived behavioral control. For instance, studies such as Md Husin et al. (2016)
and Aziz et al. (2019) reveal that mass media, word of mouth, and trust act as strong mediators in influencing consumer
attitudes and intentions. Religious obligation, though often assumed as a primary driver, was found to be secondary in some
contexts (e.g., Mehboob Shaikh & Amin, 2023), suggesting the increasing role of functional and emotional factors in shaping
takaful preferences.

The impact of product features, pricing models, and financial literacy is also well-highlighted. Studies by Ghazali et al. (2011,
2012) and Saputra et al. (2017, 2021) emphasize the superiority of integration and equity-linked models (e.g., Mudhara-
bah-Wakalah hybrids), which offer greater affordability and coverage, particularly for blue-collar and low-income partici-
pants. However, models are often simulated without field validation, indicating a need for empirical testing and actuarial
realism. Similarly, supply-side performance in terms of cost efficiency, solvency, and technological adaptability was explored
in Malaysia and Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) contexts (e.g., Baharin, 2013; Mahsyar & Aslan, 2023),
revealing structural inefficiencies when compared to conventional insurers.

Despite these insights, several research gaps persist. Many studies in this area have been geographically limited to Malaysia,
Pakistan, and the United Arab Emirates (UAE). This has led to countries such as Indonesia, Africa, and India, which are home
to a large portion of the world’s Muslim population, as well as other critical regions where Muslim minorities live, being
understudied and underresearched. Cross-cultural validations are lacking, as is comparative research between full-fledged
and window-based takaful operators. Methodologically, few studies have adopted longitudinal or experimental designs, with
most relying on cross-sectional surveys or theoretical reviews. Several authors (e.g., Maduku & Mbeya, 2024; Lee et al., 2019)
have also highlighted the need to incorporate macroeconomic factors, regulatory changes (e.g., post-RBCT in Malaysia), and
fintech solutions.
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Future research should therefore aim to:

i. By expanding the contextual scope, underrepresented countries, socioeconomic segments (students, women, B40),
and cross-border comparisons can be examined.

ii. Advanced behavioral models such as DTPB, DOI, and the Unified Theory of Acceptance and Use of Technology
(UTAUT2) can be empirically tested across regions to improve predictors of adoption.

iii. By integrating technology and innovation, the role of mobile takaful, Al-enabled insurance, and social media in
awareness and engagement can be investigated.

iv. Supply-side transformation can be addressed by examining regulatory frameworks, solvency measures, and Sha-
ria-compliant cost efficiency improvements.

V. Product diversification, particularly for real estate and education, can be explored through micro-takaful, founda-
tion-based plans, and flexible supplementary packages suitable for different income groups.

vi. While the Takaful sector is generally compliant with Islamic financial ethics, its sustainability and reach depend

on sound, data-driven policies, innovative product structuring, and an overarching research agenda that combines
legal, economic, and behavioral dimensions.

Conclusion

This study has provided a comprehensive bibliometric analysis of family takaful research, addressing a notable gap in the
literature where previous studies have largely focused on general takaful or broader Islamic insurance themes. By analyzing
78 publications indexed in Scopus and Web of Science (Wos) from 2009 to 2025, the study has mapped the intellectual struc-
ture, key contributors, and emerging research trends in family takaful.

In response to RQ1 (How has research on Family Takaful evolved over time?), the findings indicate a steady increase in
scholarly output, particularly after 2012, with significant growth observed from 2019 onwards. This reflects heightened
awareness of family takaful’s relevance in post-financial crisis and post-pandemic contexts. However, despite this upward
trend, the volume of family takaful research remains modest compared to other Islamic finance sectors, signaling an area
that warrants further scholarly attention.

Regarding RQ2 (Who are the leading authors, institutions, and regions in this field?), Malaysia has emerged as the dominant
hub for family takaful research, accounting for the majority of publications, leading authors, and top contributing institu-
tions. Authors like Ghazali PL., Husin M., and Mamat M. are among the most prolific contributors, while institutions such as
Universiti Sultan Zainal Abidin (UNiSZA), Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia (UKM), and Universiti Teknologi Malaysia (UTM)
lead in terms of publication volume. Outside of Malaysia, contributions from Pakistan, the UK, Brunei, and Indonesia are
also notable, albeit limited. Since the language used in the studies included in the research is English, it is also worth noting
that the limited availability of studies in the countries in question may be due to the language used.

Answering RQ3 (What are the most frequently cited documents and studies in takaful research?), the analysis reveals that
the most influential studies primarily focus on consumer behavioral intentions, trust mechanisms, and Shariah-compliant
product designs. Highly cited works by Md Husin et al. (2016), Aziz et al. (2019), and Rahman et al. (2017) emphasize the
role of subjective norms, religiosity, perceived trust, and knowledge in shaping family takaful adoption. These papers have
become foundational references in the field, guiding subsequent research on demand-side determinants.

In relation to RQ4 (What are the dominant themes and emerging trends?), co-word analysis and keyword network visualiza-
tions identified several recurring themes: “attitude,” “intention,” “subjective norms,” “trust,” “service quality,” and “Shariah
compliance” stand out as dominant research focuses. Emerging trends point to an increasing interest in the integration of
technology (fintech applications in takaful), micro-takaful schemes tailored for low-income groups, and discussions on effi-
ciency and solvency models for family takaful operators. Additionally, topics such as gift/donation (hibah), ethical marketing
strategies, and customer satisfaction have gained traction in recent years, suggesting a shift towards more consumer-centric

and operationally nuanced studies.

Finally, RQ5 (What are the research gaps and future research directions?) highlighted several areas where further explora-
tion is necessary. Most notably, existing studies are geographically concentrated, with a significant underrepresentation of
Muslim-minority contexts (e.g., Europe, Africa, India) and limited comparative analyses across different takaful models and
regulatory environments. Methodologically, there is a scarcity of longitudinal and experimental research designs, with most
studies relying on cross-sectional surveys. Furthermore, supply-side perspectives—such as organizational efficiency, cost
structures, solvency analysis, and the impact of regulatory frameworks like the Risk-Based Capital Framework (RBCT)—re-
main underexplored.
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The study also identifies a lack of empirical validation of advanced behavioral models like the DTPB and in the context of fam-
ily takaful. Moreover, technological innovation, including Al-driven underwriting, mobile takaful applications, and digital
awareness campaigns, is an emerging yet insufficiently addressed research frontier.

In summary, this bibliometric study not only maps the current state of family takaful research but also sets a forward-look-
ing research agenda. Expanding the geographical scope, diversifying methodological approaches, integrating technological
perspectives, and addressing supply-side challenges are critical pathways for future research. Bridging these gaps will not
only enrich academic literature but also contribute to the sustainable growth, innovation, and global outreach of the family
takaful industry.

Analysis of Islamic Economics and Finance Undergraduate
Students’ Perspectives on Participation Banking: The Case of
Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim University

Abstract

The aim of this study is to analyze the perceptions and attitudes of undergraduate students in Islamic Economics
and Finance toward participation banking and to examine how these perceptions are shaped by socio-demograp-
hic characteristics, knowledge level, and practical experience. The study seeks to encourage participation banks to
offer more internship and employment opportunities to these students based on the findings. The research was
conducted at Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim University using a quantitative research design with a structured survey
instrument. The findings reveal that students generally hold positive views of participation banking, perceiving it as
an ethical, fair, and interest-free financial alternative. However, some criticisms of the practices have also been iden-
tified. Variables such as academic year, knowledge, citizenship status, and internship experience were found to have
a significant impact on students’ perceptions. In addition to religiously based motivations, economic and individual
benefits have also been found to influence preferences. The research offers recommendations for universities, parti-
cipation banks, and policymakers, aiming to contribute to building a more inclusive and high-quality participation
finance ecosystem. Furthermore, increasing the participation of young people receiving education on this subject in
the financial system and providing solutions to the sector’s human resource needs are among the important goals
of the study.

Ogrencilerin Islami finans konusunda farkin-
dalik sahibi olsalar da bilgi diizeyleri diisiiktiir. islam Iktisad1 ve Finans1 6grencileri ise alana akademik ilgi duymakla birlikte
sektorde calisma konusunda tereddiit yagsamaktadirlar.

Toplumun katilim bankaciligina bakis agilarinin saptanmasi tizerine yapilan aragtirmalarda ise Tablo 3’teki sonuglara ulagil-
migtar.

Calismamizin literattrden farks,
egitim siireci, simif diizeyi, staj deneyimi ve vatandaglik statiisii gibi degiskenleri de dikkate alarak 6grencilerin algilarindaki
farkliliklar: ortaya koymaktadir. Ayrica literatiire yalmizca genel egilimleri degil, ayni zamanda egitim ve uygulamali deneyi-
min 6grencilerin algilar: tizerindeki etkisini de ortaya koyarak 6zgtunlik katmaktadur.

2.Yontem
2.1.Aragtirma Modeli

Bu arastirma, Islam Iktisadi ve Finans lisans 6grencilerinin katilim bankaciligina yénelik bakis acilarini nicel bir yaklagimla
incelemek amaciyla yirttilmisgtiir. Aragtirmada betimsel tarama modeli kullanilmigtir. Model mevcut durumu nesnel ve-
rilerle ortaya koymay1 hedeflemistir. Veriler, yapilandirilmis bir anket formu kullanilarak belirlenen 6égrencilerin tizerinden
toplanmugtir. Elde edilen nicel veriler baz: istatistiksel analiz teknikleriyle degerlendirilerek, 6grencilerin katilim bankaci-
ligina yonelik algilari, tutumlari ve egilimleri analiz edilmistir. Bu yéntem sayesinde, {slam iktisad1 ve finans1 egitimi alan
ogrencilerin finansal sistem icerisindeki alternatif yapilara dair degerlendirmeleri ortaya konmustur.

2.2.Calismanin Evren ve Orneklemi

Calismanmn amaci Islam Tktisadi ve Finansi bolimiinde okuyan lisans 6grencilerinin katilim bankacihigina olan bakis
acilarini belirlemek oldugundan, arastirmanin evreni olarak Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim Universitesi Islam Tktisad: ve Finans1
Bélumii'nde okuyan égrenciler secilmistir. Hazirlanan ankette éncelikle 3 adet demografik ve 3 adet anahtar soruya yer veril-
mistir. Sonrasinda, caligmanin yazar1 tarafindan gelistirilen “Islam Iktisad1 ve Finans1 Ogrencilerinin Katihm Bankaciligina
Bakis Acis1 Tespit Olcegi” ankette yer almistir. Bu 6lcege ait 15 ifade mevcuttur. Caligmada 5'li likert 6l¢egi kullanilmis olup,
cevaplar “kesinlikle katilmiyorum” ifadesinden “kesinlikle katiliyorum” ifadesine dogru kurgulanmigtir. Son olarak ilgili bs-
liimde okuyan ve katilim bankalarinda iglem yapmay tercih eden 6grencilere coktan se¢meli bir soru iletilmistir. Anket ilgili
bolumde aktif 6grencilik hayat: devam eden tum 6grencilere iletilmis olup, 100 6grenciden cevap alinmigtir. Alinan cevaplar-
dan 4’t sagliksiz veri icerdiginden elenmis ve kalan 96 cevap analize dahil edilmigtir.

2.3.Veri Toplama Araclar1

Kolayda 6rnekleme yéntemi kullanilarak, hazirlik sinifindan son sinifa kadar Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim Universitesi Islam Tk-
tisad: ve Finans1 Bolumi’'nde aktif 6grenciligi devam tim 6grencilere, Google Forms programinda hazirlanan anket sorulari,
e-mail ve Microsoft Teams aracihifiyla iletilmisgtir.

2.4.Verilerin Toplanmasi ve Analizi

Galismada verilere IBM SPSS istatistik programi aracihgiyla, sirasiyla frekans analizi, normallik testi, giivenirlik testi, ki-kare
analizi, tek 6rneklem t testi, bagimsiz 6rneklem t-testi ve tek yonli varyans analizi (anova) uygulanmigtir. Frekans analizi
yapilarak demografik bilgilerin frekansi ve yiizdeleri belirlenmistir. Normallik testi yapilarak verilerin normal dagilima sahip
oldugu saptanmis ve verilere parametrik test uygulanmasina karar verilmistir. Ki-kare analizi ile demografik 6l¢ek verileri
kendi aralarinda degerlendirmeye tabi tutulmugtur. T- testleri ile de aragtirma 6lcegine verilen cevaplar degerlendirilmigtir.
Gruplar arasindaki anlamh farkliliklar1 saptamak amaciyla gerceklestirilen Anova analizinde ise Games-Howell testinden
faydalanilmigtar.

2.5.Aragtirma Etigi

Arastirma yapmak icin Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim Universitesi Etik Kurul Baskanligrna 13.03.204 tarihinde basvuru yapil-
migtir. Bagvuruda etik kurul bagvuru formuna ek olarak; bagvuru dilekgesi, aragtirmaci etik taahhiitnamesi, bilgilendirilmig
goniilli olur formu ve 6l¢me araglar1 kurula iletilmistir. Aragtirmaya, Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim Universitesi Rektérlagi Etik
Kurulu Bagkanligi'nin 27.03.2025 tarihli 2025/3 sayil toplantisinda oy birligi ile alinan kararla onay verilmistir. Calismanin
ilk safhalarinda literatiir taramasi gerceklestirmek amaciyla yapay zekddan (GPT-4.1) faydalanilmistir.
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3.Bulgular

Analiz agamasinda verilere éncelikle Tablo 1 ve Tablo 2'de sonuglar1 verilen frekans analizi uygulanmigtir. Verilere uygulanan
normallik testi sonucunda cevaplar normal dagilim gésterdiginden, sonuglar parametrik testlerle degerlendirilmigtir. Giive-
nirlik analizi testinde Cronbach’s Alpha katsayis1 %73 civarinda bulunmusgtur. Cronbach’s Alpha katsayisinin %70 ve tstiinde
¢ikmasi verilerin giivenilir oldugunu anlamini tagimaktadir (Tavakol ve Dennick, 2011).

3.1.Demografik Bulgular

Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim Universitesi Islam Iktisadi ve Finans1 Bsliimii Tiirkce ve Ingilizce programlarinda okuyan égrenciler
izerine uygulanan ankete ait demografik bulgular Tablo 4’te gésterilmektedir.

Ankete toplam 95 6grenci katilmig olup, katilimcilarin 47’si erkek ve 48’1 kadindir. Bu 6grencilerden 75’1 Turkiye Cumhuriyeti
vatandagi, 20’si ise yabana tilke vatandagidir. Ankette vatandaglik sorusunun bulunma nedeni, yabana tlke vatandaglarinin
da katilim bankalarina bakis acilarinin belirlenmesidir. Anketteki diger bir demografik soru 6grencilerin hangi sinifa devam
ettikleri tizerinedir. Ankete katilanlardan 6’s1 hazirlik sinifina, 27’si 1. sinifa, 19’u 2. sinifa, 21’i 3. simnifa ve 22’si 4. sinifa
devam etmektedirler. Bu sorunun ankette bulunma nedeni ise devam edilen sinifa gére 6grencilerin katilim bankaciligina
giivenlerinde, bilgi diizeylerinde ve beklentilerinde degisiklik olup olmadigini saptamaktir.

3.2.Anahtar Sorulara iligkin Bulgular

Ankette 6grencilere anahtar soru olarak 3 soru sorulmustur. Bu sorulara ait bulgular Tablo 2’de gésterilmektedir. Bu soru-
lardan ilki katiim bankalarindan hizmet alanlarla ilgilidir. Bu soru 6grencilerin katihm bankalariyla olan ilgi ve iligkilerini
belirlemek amaciyla sorulmustur. Diger soru katilim bankalarinda staj yapanlar ile ilgili olup, bu soru katilim bankalarinda
staj yapilma oranini ve staj yapanlarin bakis acilarinda staj yapmayanlara oranla degisiklik olup olmadigini saptamak amaciy-
la sorulmusgtur. Diger bir soru ise katilim bankalarinda ¢aligma istegi tizerinedir. Bu soru égrencilerin mezun olduktan sonra
hangi oranda bu bankalarda ¢aligmak istediklerini saptamak i¢in sorulmustur.

Ogrencilerin %58,3"11 katilim bankalarindan hizmet almaktadirlar. Bu bulgu égrencilerin yaridan fazlasinin katihim banka-
larina kars: ilgili olduklar1 ve iliski icerisinde bulunduklar1 anlamina gelmektedir. Tkinci soru ise égrencilerin katilim banka-
larinda staj yapip yapmadiklari ile ilgilidir. Bulguya gére 6grencilerin sadece 10,4’ bir katilim bankasinda staj yapmis ya da
yapmaya devam etmektedir. Bu oranin diigitk olmasi, katihim bankalarinin genellikle 3. ve 4. simif 6grencilerini staja kabul
etmelerinden, staj bagvurularinin bazilarinin kabul edilmemesinden ve 6grencilerin staj zorunlulugunun bulunmamasindan
kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu oranin daha yukarilara ¢ikmas i¢in katilim bankalarinin bu bsliim égrencilerine daha fazla staj imka-
n1 tanimasi ve fakulte biinyesinde stajin zorunlu olmasi gereklidir. Son soru ise mezun olduktan sonra katiim bankalarinda
ogrencilerin caligmak isteyip istemedikleri ile ilgilidir. Ogrencilerin %60,4’@ mezun olduktan sonra bu bankalarda ¢aligmak
istediklerini ifade etmiglerdir. Ogrencilerin ¢ogunlugunun katilim bankalarina olan ilgisini bu sonug bize géstermektedir.

3.3.Ki-Kare (Chi-Square) Test Bulgular:

Ki-Kare testinde nominal ve ordinal 6lceklerde iki veya daha fazla degisken arasinda iligki olup olmadig: ve dagilimlarinin
farklilik gosterip gostermedigi incelenir (Franke, Ho ve Christie, 2012). Caligmada 6grencilerin demografik ézellikleri ve
katilim bankalar ile olan iligkileri ki-kare testi ile analiz edilmigtir.

Aragtirmada, katilimcilarin vatandaglik durumlar ile katilim bankalarindan hizmet alma durumlar arasinda anlamli bir
iligki bulunmustur (ki-kare = 15.880, df = 1, p < .05). Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti vatandas: olan 6grenciler, yabanci uyruklu 6gren-
cilere oranla katilim bankalarindan daha fazla hizmet almaktadirlar. T.C. vatandaslarinin finansal sistemle daha yogun bir
etkilesim icerisinde olduklarin ve katilim bankaciligina erigim veya yonelimin yerli 6grenciler arasinda daha yaygin oldugu-
nu bu sonug bize gostermistir.

Benzer gekilde, vatandaghik durumu ile katilim bankalarinda istihdam istegi arasinda da anlamh bir farklilik tespit edilmigtir
(ki-kare = 4.222, df = 1, p < .05). Elde edilen bulgu, yabana uyruklu égrencilerin ¢ok azinin, buna kargilik T.C. vatandasi
6grencilerin istihdam isteginin ise cogunlugunun istihdam talep ettigini ortaya koymustur. Bu sonuca gére, katilim bankala-
rinda T.C. vatandag: 6grencilerin istihdam talebinin yabanci uyruklu 6grencilere gére cok daha yitksek oldugu gérulmiistiir.

3.4.Tek Orneklem T Testi Bulgular:

Tek 6rneklem testleri ortalamaya gore verilerin anlamhigin test etmektedir. Katihmalarin katihim bankacihigina yénelik go-
riiglerinin ortalama 3 degeri ile kargilagtirilmas: amaciyla tek 6rneklem t-testi uygulanmigtir. Yapilan test sonucunda F1 ve
F2 oélceklerinde anlaml farklilik bulunmamistir. F3, F4, E5, F6, F7, F8, F9, F10, F11, F12, F13, F14 ve F15'te ise anlamli
farkliliklar mevcuttur.

Oncelikle tim 6l¢ek tizerine anova testi yapilmis olup, sadece “F1_Katilim bankaciliginin temel ilkeleri hakkinda bilgi sahibi-
yim.” 6l¢eginde H1 hipotezi kamitlanmistir.

Bu sonug en az iki grup arasinda anlamh farkhilik bulundugu anlamina gelmekte oldugundan, bu durumda Post Hoc testle-
rinden biri secilmistir. Varyans homojenligi analizinde sig. degeri 0.02 giktigindan ve F1'de simiftaki 6grenci sayilar: farkh
oldugundan, “Games-Howell” testi yapilmasina karar verilmisgtir.

Sekil 1'deki bulgularina gére 6grencilerin katilim bankaciligini tercih etme nedenleri arasinda “faiz hassasiyeti” %60,3 ile en
yiksek orana sahiptir. Ogrencilerin dini motivasyonlarinin katilim bankaciligina yonelimde belirleyici bir rol oynadigini bu

bulgu ortaya koymaktadur.

Bunu “katilim bankalarinin faizsiz islemler yapmasi” %59 ile izlemektedir. Bu da 6grencilerin katilim bankacilig sistemini
faizsiz finans anlayisiyla 6zdeslestirdigini ve teorik bilgilerini pratige yansittiklarini géstermektedir.

“Katilim bankaciliginin 6grencinin okudugu bélimle dogrudan ilgili olmas1” %43,6 oraninda tercih edilmigtir. Bu, 6gren-
cilerin akademik bilgileri ile mesleki yonelimlerini iliskilendirdiklerini géstermistir. Ayrica Islami finans egitiminin bilin¢li
tercihleri artirabilecegine de isaret etmektedir.

“Geleneksel bankalara gore daha az masraf alinmasi” %33,3 dizeyinde kalmistir. Ogrencilerin sadece dini degil ekonomik
avantajlar1 da dikkate aldigini bu sonug bize gostermistir.

“Katihim bankalarinin 6grencilere yonelik tiriin sunmast” %19,2 diizeyindedir. “Arkadag/aile tavsiyesi” %16,7 ile diigiik bir
orandadir. Bu sonuglar 6grencilerin daha ¢ok bireysel kararlar aldigini géstermektedir.
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4.Tartisma

Bu calismada, Islam Ekonomisi ve Finansi lisans 6grencilerinin katilim bankacihigina iliskin alg1 ve tutumlar cesitli yonleriyle
degerlendirilmis ve elde edilen bulgular mevcut literatiir 1s13inda tartisilmistir. Oncelikle, 6grencilerin katilim bankaciligini
genel olarak etik, adil ve faizsiz bir sistem olarak olumlu degerlendirdikleri gérulmustiir. Bu durum, Ozenli (2024) ile Oner ve
Canbaz’in (2023) bulgularini desteklemektedir. Ancak, murabaha iglemleri gibi teknik uygulamalarda égrencilerin 6nemli bir
kismu faiz benzeri unsurlar gérdugiini belirtmis ve bu durum sektérel uygulamalara yonelik elegtirel bir tutumun varligim
gostermistir. Bu sonug, 6grencilerin Islami finans ilkelerine yonelik bilgi diizeylerinde halen gelisime agik alanlar bulundu-
gunu ortaya koymakta ve Oner ve Canbaz (2023) ile Tekin ve Temelli'nin (2020) bilgi yetersizligine isaret eden ¢alismalarini
dogrulamaktadir.

ive staj deneyimi bulunan égrencilerin katilim bankacihigina yonelik
algilari daha olumlu ve bilingli bir yap1 arz etmektedir. Bu bulgular, Canbaz’in (2023) uygulamali egitimin artirilmas: gerekti-
gine dair 6nerisiyle birebir 6rtiigmekte; ayrica Contuk (2018) ile Kaya ve Giineg’in (2019) finansal okuryazarlik diizeylerinin
dustukligi tizerine yaptigi vurgulara kargilik, egitimin bu eksikligi zamanla giderdigini géstermektedir. Nitekim F1 ve F8
maddelerinde sinif diizeyine bagh olarak gézlemlenen anlamh farkliliklar, egitim stirecinin bilgi edinimi ve elegtirel dusiince
gelisimi tizerindeki etkisini agik¢a gostermektedir.

Demografik degiskenler agisindan degerlendirildiginde, vatandaghk degiskeni anlamh bir etki gostermistir. Yabanci uyruk-
lu égrenciler, katilim bankacihigini daha etik ve adil bulmalarina ragmen, gevrelerinde bu bankalarin Islami ilkelere uygun
hareket etmedigine dair algilarin daha yaygin oldugunu ifade etmiglerdir. Bu durum, yabana 6grencilerin farkli toplumsal
anlatilarla sekillenen daha elegtirel bir perspektife sahip olduklarinmi dagiindiirmektedir. Buna kargilik, T.C. vatandag: 6gren-
cilerin katilim bankalarina dair daha fazla hizmet alma ve istihdam talebi icerisinde olmalari, bu bankalara daha agina ol-
duklarim géstermektedir. Bu bulgu, Pilatin’in (2022) katilim bankacihigina yonelik tercihlerde sosyal ¢evre ve aligkanliklarin
etkili oldugunu vurgulayan bulgulariyla uyumludur. Ayrica, katilim bankacihigina yonelik given duygusunun sinirh dizeyde
oldugu ve 6grencilerin bir kisminin bu bankalar: geleneksel bankalardan ayirt edemedigi gézlemlenmigtir. Bu durum, Aslan
ve Dag'in (2023) calismasinda belirtilen toplumsal farkindalik eksikligini desteklemektedir. Katilim bankalarinin Islami fi-
nans ilkelerine baghliklarini gériiniir kilma ve toplumsal giiven inga etme noktasinda daha seffaf ve ikna edici bir iletigim
stratejisine ihtiya¢ duydugu anlagilmaktadir. Son olarak, bu aragtirmanin bulgular, finansal okuryazarlifin ve uygulamali
deneyimlerin 6grencilerin katilim bankacihigina yénelik tutumlarimi giglendirdigini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu baglamda, lite-
ratiirde sik¢a vurgulanan “bilgi eksikligi” temasinin, ézellikle Islam Ekonomisi ve Finansi egitimi alan 6grenciler arasinda,
egitim siirecinde biyiik 6lciide giderilebildigi gériilmektedir. Bu da universitelerin ilgili mufredatlariyla sektér arasindaki
bagin giiglendirilmesinin, sektére yonelik giiveni ve aidiyet hissini artiracagina igaret etmektedir.

Yapilan ki-kare testine dayanan bulgular dogrultusunda, vatandaghik durumunun katilim bankacihig ile olan iligkilere anlamh
duzeyde etki ettigi gorillmektedir. T.C. vatandas:1 6grencilerin, hem katihm bankalarindan hizmet alma oranlarinin daha
yitksek olmasi hem de bu alanda istihdam edilme yonundeki taleplerinin daha yogun olmasi, bu grubun katilim bankaciligina
daha asina ve ilgili oldugunu gostermektedir. Buna kargilik, yabanci uyruklu 6grencilerin hem hizmet alma hem de istihdam
yonelimi agisindan daha dugsiik seviyede kalmalar, kiltiirel, yasal ya da finansal erigimle ilgili engellerin varhigina isaret
edebilir. Bu farkliliklar, katihm bankalarinin 6zellikle yabanc uyruklu égrencilere yonelik finansal okuryazarlik ve erigim
stratejileri gelistirmesini gerekli kilmaktadir.

Tek 6rneklem t testinde elde edilen bulgular, égrencilerin genel olarak katilim bankaciligim etik ve adil bir finans sistemi
olarak gordiiklerini gostermektedir. Ogrenciler, katilim bankaciligin: geleneksel faizli bankaciliga tercih etmekte ve katihim
bankalarinin reel ekonomiye ve sosyal gelismeye olumlu katkilar sagladigina inanmaktadirlar. Katilim bankalarinin yalmizca
helal mal ve hizmetlere aracilik ettikleri yoniindeki algi da pozitif bulunmugtur. Murabaha iglemlerinde uygulanan vade
farkinin ise faizle ayn1 oldugu yonundeki ifade, 6grenciler arasinda elegtirel bir bakis agisinin mevcut oldugunu ortaya koy-
mugtur. Katilim bankacilig: uygulamalarina dair bilgi eksikligini veya sorgulayici tutumu yansitmigtir. Katihim bankalarinin
triinlerinin fikhi danisma kurullar1 tarafindan onaylandigi ve islemlerinin Islam iktisadi ilkelerine uygunlugunun denetlen-
digi yoniindeki algilar pozitiftir. Tam bir giivenin saglanamadigi da gorilmiistiir. Ogrencilerin bir kismi ve cevrelerindeki
bazi kisiler katilim bankalarinin {slami finans ilkelerine tam olarak uygun olmadigini veya geleneksel bankalardan farkinin
bulunmadigini distinmektedir. Ogrenciler, katihim bankalariin Islami Tktisadi ve Finansi 6grencilerine yonelik tanitim faali-
yetlerini artirmasi ve bu mezunlari 6ncelikli olarak istihdam etmesi gerektigi gériisindedirler. Ogrenciler arasinda sektorin
rekabet nedeniyle Islami finans ilkelerinden uzaklagma riski tagidigina dair kaygilar da mevcuttur.

Bagimsiz 6rneklem t testi sonuglarina gére anlamli farkliliklar saptanmistir. Ogrencilerin cinsiyet, vatandaslik, 6grenim yils,
katilim bankalariyla deneyim duzeyi ve istihdam niyetleri gibi degiskenlerin, katihm bankaciligina yénelik algilarini anlamh
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sekilde etkileyebildigini ortaya konmustur. Cinsiyete gére yapilan kargilagtirmalarda anlaml bir fark yoktur. Bu sonug bize
katilim bankacihigina yonelik genel alginin cinsiyete gére degismedigini ve daha ¢ok bilgi diizeyi, deneyim ve sosyal ¢evre gibi
faktorlerin etkili oldugunu géstermistir. Vatandaglik degiskenine gére yapilan analizlerde, F3, F11 ve F12 ifadelerinde anlam-
L1 farkliliklar vardir. Yabanci uyruklu égrenciler, katilim bankacihigini geleneksel bankacilifa gére daha etik ve adil bir sistem
olarak algilamistir. Yabanci 6grencilerin geldikleri tilkelerdeki faizsiz bankacilik tecriibelerinden veya Islami finans sistemine
duyduklar1 giiven diizeyinden bu sonug kaynaklaniyor olabilir. Yabanc 6grenciler ayrica arkadag ¢evrelerinin katihm banka-
larinin Islami ilkelere tam olarak uygun hareket etmedigi yéniindeki inanclara daha ¢ok sahip olduklarini ifade etmiglerdir.
Ogrencilerin ¢evrelerinde dolagan bilgi veya séylemlere kars1 daha elestirel bir tutum gelistirmis olabileceklerini bu bulgu bize
gostermistir. F12 ifadesinde ise T.C. vatandas1 6grenciler, cevrelerinde katilim bankalarinin geleneksel bankalardan bir fark:
olmadigini diisinenlerin daha fazla oldugunu belirtmistir. Bu, Tiirk toplumunun genelinde katilim bankacilifina yonelik hala
baz1 siiphelerin oldugunu gostermistir. Birinci ve dérdincii simif grencileri arasinda yapilan karsilagtirmalarda, 6zellikle
katilim bankaciligina dair bilgi diizeyinde ve murabaha islemlerine yénelik algida da ciddi farkliliklar vardir. Dérdinci sinif
6grencilerinin bu konularda daha bilgili ve bilinglidirler. Egitim stirecinin ilerlemesiyle birlikte kavramsal farkindaliklarinin
arttigini bu durum bize gostermistir. Ozellikle F8'de elde edilen sonug, katilim bankalarinin uyguladig: vade farkinin faizle
karigtirilmasinin, egitimle agilabilir oldugunu gésteriyor. Katilim bankalarindan hizmet alan égrenciler, bu bankalarin temel
ilkeleri hakkinda daha yiiksek bilgi diizeyine sahip olduklarini ve cevrelerinin bu bankalar geleneksel bankalardan ayirt etme
konusunda daha bilingli oldugunu belirtmiglerdir. Pratik deneyimin bilgi diizeyi ve alg1 tizerinde olumlu bir etkisi oldugunu
ortaya bu sonug¢ koymaktadir. Staj deneyimi olan 6grenciler ile olmayanlar arasinda da F1, F2, E5 ve F6 maddelerinde anlaml
farkliliklar saptanmistir. Bu 6grenciler, katilim bankalarinin ilkelerine daha ¢ok hakimlerdir ve sunduklari driinlerin Islami
ilkelere uygunlugu, reel ekonomiye katkisi ve sosyal katkis1 konularinda daha olumlu tutumlara sahiptirler. Tiim bu bulgular,
uygulamali 6grenmenin teoriye olan katkisini ve mesleki deneyimin 6grencilerin algilarini 6nemli 6lciide etkiledigini bize
gostermigtir. Katilim bankalarinda ¢alismak isteyen 6grenciler, bu sistemi daha etik ve adil bulmaktadirlar. Ayrica banka-
larin fikhi danigma kurullarindan onay alma siireglerine daha ¢ok giiven duymaktadirlar. Kariyer tercihlerinin, égrencilerin
sistemle ilgili olumlu tutumlarim gi¢lendirdigi goralmustiir.

Tek yonlic ANOVA analizindeki bulgular ise bize 6grencilerin egitim siiresi boyunca katihm bankacilig: ile ilgili bilgi
duzeylerinin 6nemli 6l¢iide arttigini géstermistir. Sonugta lisans egitimi boyunca alinan dersler ve elde edilen deneyimlerin,
égrencilerin Islami finans sistemleri konusundaki farkindaliklarimi ve bilgi diizeylerini gelistirdigini séyleyebiliriz. Mifreda-
tin 6grenciler tzerinde olumlu bir etkisi vardir ve konu tizerine alinan egitim ilerleyen simiflarda daha belirgin hale gelmistir.

Coktan se¢meli soru analizinde elde edilen bulgular ise Islam Ekonomisi ve Finans1 Boliimi'nde okuyan 6grencilerin katihm
bankaciligina yéneliminin agirlikli olarak inang temelli motivasyonlara dayandigim gostermistir. Egitim, ekonomik avantajlar
ve trun cesitliligi gibi faktérlerin de karar siirecine etkide bulundugu géralmiistiir. Tim bu sonuglar, katihim bankalarinin
pazarlama stratejilerini olustururlarken dini duyarhiliklara odaklanmalarini ve égrenci kitlesine 6zel triin gelistirmelerini
gerektirmektedir.

Bu ¢alisma, Islam Ekonomisi ve Finanst lisans 6grencilerinin katilim bankaciligina yonelik alg1 ve tutumlarini analiz etmis ve
bu algilarin bilgi duzeyi, deneyim, vatandaglik durumu ve egitim streci gibi cesitli faktérlere bagh olarak nasil sekillendigini
ortaya koymusgtur. Aragtirma bulgularina gére, 6grencilerin geneli katilim bankaciligin etik, adil ve faizsiz bir finans sistemi
olarak olumlu degerlendirmiglerdir. Katilim bankalarinin reel ekonomiye katk: sagladig: ve sosyal adalet anlayig1 ile uyumlu
oldugu yéniinde de giiclii bir algilar1 vardir. Murabaha gibi teknik uygulamalara dair ise baz elestirileri mevcuttur. Ogrenciler
arasinda sektorel pratiklerin Islami ilkelerle tam uyumlu olup olmadigina dair sorgulayici bir tutum da vardir.

Arastirmada elde edilen bulgulara gore, 6grencilerin bilgi ve deneyim diizeyleri katihm bankaciligina yonelik algilarin etki-
lemistir. Bilhassa dérdiincii (son) sinif 6grencileri ve staj deneyimi olanlar, katilim bankalarinin ilke ve uygulamalarina daha
olumlu yaklagmislardir. Egitimin ve uygulamali deneyimin sektére kars: alginin sekillenmesinde 6nemli bir husus oldugunu
bu bulgu bize géstermistir. Vatandaghik durumuna gére de anlamh farklar saptanmgtir. T.C. vatandas1 6grenciler katihm
bankaciligina daha aginadirlar. Yabanci uyruklu égrenciler ise konuya daha elegtirel bir acidan yaklagmiglardar.

Coktan se¢meli sorular tizerinden yapilan analizler ise 6grencilerin katiim bankaciligina yéneliminde inanglarinin énemli
oldugu gorilmistir. Ek olarak katilim bankalarinin sundugu ekonomik avantajlar, iiriin cesitliligi ve bireysel faydalar da
tercih suirecinde etkili olmustur. Buna gére, katihm bankalarinin sadece dini hassasiyetlere degil, 6grenci kitlesinin pratik
beklentilerine de hitap etmesi 6nem arz etmektedir.

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Wagqf in Mali: Past, Present, and Challenges

Abstract

This research aims to study the reality of endowments (waqf) in Mali by analyzing their historical development,
monitoring their current status, exploring the main challenges they face, and proposing practical solutions. The
wagf represents one of the most important economic and social tools in Islamic civilization, having historically
contributed to supporting education, providing healthcare, and promoting social solidarity. The research relied on
the historical methodology to trace the evolution of endowments in Mali since the entry of Islam into the region,
in addition to the descriptive-analytical methodology to study the current situation and problems of endowments.

The research concluded that Mali has known the wagqf system since the Middle Ages, especially during the flourishing
period of the Mali Empire under Mansa Musa, and continuing through the Songhai Empire, where endowments
played a role in supporting religious, educational, and charitable institutions. The results showed that endowments
in Mali are currently limited and unorganized, mostly focused on funding mosques and some charitable projects,
while suffering from the absence of a clear legal framework, weak administration, low community awareness of their
importance, and the lack of a specialized central body for their management. The research also revealed that endow-
ments have a great economic and social role that can contribute to financing education, improving health services,
supporting the poor, and contributing to local development if properly organized.

In light of these findings, the research proposes a set of solutions, most notably: establishing a comprehensive
legal framework to regulate endowments in Mali, creating a central national authority to manage and supervise
endowments, developing endowment investment mechanisms to achieve financial sustainability, and enhancing
community awareness of the importance of endowments and their role in development through awareness cam-
paigns and training programs. Thus, this research contributes to filling a knowledge gap regarding the endowment
sector in Mali.

Bu aragtirma, Mali'deki vakiflarin gercekligini tarihsel geligimini analiz ederek, mevcut durumlarini gozlemleyerek,
kargilagtiklar1 temel zorluklar kesfederek ve pratik ¢oziimler énererek incelemeyi amaclamaktadir. Vakif, Islam
medeniyetinde en énemli ekonomik ve sosyal ara¢lardan birini temsil etmekte olup, tarihsel olarak egitimi des-
teklemeye, saglhk hizmeti sunmaya ve sosyal dayanigmayi tesvik etmeye katkida bulunmugtur. Arastirma, Islam’'in

bélgeye girmesinden bu yana Malideki vakiflarin gelisimini takip etmek i¢in tarihsel metodolojiye ve vakiflarin
mevcut durumu ile sorunlarini incelemek i¢in tanimlayici-analitik metodolojiye dayanmugtur.

Aragtirma, Mali'nin Orta Cag’lardan beri, 6zellikle Mansa Musa déneminde Mali Imparatorlugu’nun gelistigi do-
nemde ve Songhay Imparatorlugu boyunca vakif sistemini tanidig1 ve vakiflarin dini, egitim ve hayir kurumlarini
desteklemede rol oynadig1 sonucuna varmigtir. Sonuglar, Mali'deki vakiflarin halihazirda sinirh ve diizensiz oldu-
gunu, cogunlukla camilerin ve bazi hayir projelerinin finansmanina odaklandigini, ancak acik bir yasal cercevenin
olmamasi, zayif yonetim, toplumsal farkindaligin diigtik olmas: ve yonetimlerinden sorumlu 6zel bir merkezi kuru-
mun bulunmamasi gibi sorunlardan muzdarip oldugunu géstermistir. Aragtirma ayrica, dogru bir sekilde organize
edilirse, vakiflarin egitimi finanse etmeye, saglik hizmetlerini iyilestirmeye, fakirleri desteklemeye ve yerel kalkin-
maya katkida bulunabilecek buytk bir ekonomik ve sosyal role sahip oldugunu ortaya koymustur.

A Bibliometric Analysis on Participation Banking Literature
Abstract

The aim of this study is to provide a holistic perspective on studies on participation banks in Turkey using the bib-
liometric analysis method. For this purpose, 123 articles in the Web of Science database between 1990-2024 were
examined using both the Web of Science analysis tool and the VOSviewer application. As a result of the research; it
was seen that the most publications were published in 2023, there was a serious decrease in the number of articles
in 2024, and the number of citations generally increased over the years. It was determined that the author who
contributed the most to the field was Ahmet Faruk Aysan, the country was Turkey, the source was Turkish Journal
of Islamic Economics TUJISE, the institution was Istanbul Sabahattin Zaim University and Istanbul University. In
addition, as a result of the analysis conducted with the VOSviewer application, it was found that the author with
the most citations and links was Ahmet Faruk Aysan, the country with the most citations and links was Turkiye,
and the keyword with the most repetitions and links was “Islamic banking”. The study also included visual network
maps of the findings created with VOSviewer, and attempted to reveal the connections between authors and works.

Giris

Islami kurallar1 dikkate alarak faaliyet gosteren bankalar uluslararasi literatiirde Islami bankacilik olarak adlandirilirken
tilkemizde ilk olarak “Ozel Finans Kurumu” olarak karsimiza ¢ikmistir. 1983 yilinda olusturulan yasal zeminle ile birlikte
ozel finans kuruluglarinin faaliyeti yasallagtirilarak geleneksel bankalardan ayri olarak faizsiz bankacilik yapilmasinin éni
agilmigtir. Bu imkanla birlikte sektér Korfez'den gelen yatirimlarla hizlica gelismistir. Yurtdigindan gelen sermayeyi yerel
sermayenin de takip etmesiyle birlikte kisa bir siirede bir¢ok 6zel finans kurumu faaliyet géstermeye baglamigtir. 2005 yilina
gelindiginde ise, o giine dek 6zel finans kurumu olarak adlandirilan bu kuruluglar 5411 sayili Bankaciik Kanunu ile birlikte
artik “Katilim Bankas1” olarak adlandirilmiglardir. Bu degisiklikle beraber katilim bankalar: geleneksel bankalarla aym statii-
ye getirilerek sektorde gelismeleri i¢cin daha elverigli bir ortam hazirlanmigtir (Aysan vd., 2013; Hardy, 2012).

2025 Mart ay: itibariyle 9 adet katilim bankas: 1.520 sube ve 21.928 adet personel ile faaliyette bulunmaktadir. Katihm
bankalarinin aktif buyuklugi bakimindan sektér icerisindeki pay: ise %8.29 olmustur (TKBB, 2025). Bu oranin artirilarak
katilim bankalarinin sektér icerisinde daha yiiksek paya erigmesi i¢in katihm bankacihig: alaninda daha ¢ok ¢alismaya ihtiyag
bulunmaktadir.

Bu kapsamda caligma; tlkemizdeki katiim bankalarina odaklanan bibliyometrik ¢alismalarin azhgi, kullanilan veri
tabanlarinin benzerligi ve kullamilan verilerin giincel olmayisi unsurlarindan kaynakl literatirdeki var olan boslugu
doldurmas: bakimindan énemlidir. Literatiirde sik kullanilan Scopus yerine Web of Science veri tabaninin kullanilmasi ve
benzer calismalara kiyasla giincel tarihli veriler tizerinden analizin gerceklestiriliyor olmas: aragtirmayi 6zgun kilmaktadar.
Galisma, ozellikle son yillarda yapilan diger aragtirmalarda oldugu gibi alt bir alana (kurumsal yonetim, stirdirilebilirlik vb.)
odaklanmadan iilkemizdeki katilim bankaciligina dair mevcut durumu ve egilimi kapsayici bir sekilde ele almaktadir. Boylece
aragtirma sonucunda katihim bankaciligi alaninda etkili olan yazarlar, dergiler, kurumlar ve iligki aglar1 biitiincil bir bakig
agis1 tizerinden sunularak gelecekteki aragtirmacilarin bu alana dair aragtirmalarina kolaylik saglanacag: diistintlmektedir.

Aragtirmada tlkemizdeki katilim bankalarini konu alan eserlere dair bibliyometrik analiz gerceklestirilerek alana dair litera-
turdeki egilimleri, katkida bulunan yazarlari, kurumlary, tilkeleri ve birbirleriyle olan iligki aglar1 gézler 6niine serilmeye ¢ali-
silmigtir. Bu amagla, aragtirma dort ana bélumden olugmaktadir. Girig bélimiinin ardindan alan ile ilgili daha 6nce yapilmig
bibliyometrik calismalara yer verilmistir. Tkinci bolimde veri setinin elde edilmesine izlenen adimlar agiklanmistir. Uciinci
boliimde aragtirma kapsaminda elde edilen bulgulara deginilmistir. Son kisumda ise aragtirmalara iligkin degerlendirmelerin
yapildig1 sonug bélimi yer almigtr.

Literatiirdeki daha 6nce katilim bankacilig: alaninda yapilmisg bibliyometrik ¢aligmalar incelendiginde ¢alisma sayisinin sinirh
oldugu ancak son yillarda artig gosterdigi gorulmektedir. Aragtirmalarin agirhikla surduariilebilirlik konusuna odaklandig: ve
veri tabani olarak daha ¢ok Scopus veri tabaninin tercih edildigi bulunmusgtur. Aragtirma konusu ve tercih edilen veri tabani-
na gore aragtirmanin kapsadig: dénem ve ¢alisma sayis: degisiklik gostermistir. Literatiirdeki benzer eserlerin sayisi ve arag-
tirma konusu dikkate alindiginda katilim bankacihig: alaninda daha ¢ok sayida ve farkl konuda bibliyometrik aragtirmanin
yapilmasinin gerektigi dusiiniilmektedir.

2. Veri ve Yontem

Bibliyometrik analiz, aragtirmac tarafindan secilmis belirli konulara dair literatiirdeki egilimleri ve yapilari saptamak icin
kullanilan sistematik bir yontemdir. Bibliyometrik analiz yontemi; belirlenmis veri tabanlarindan verilerin toplanmasi, bu
veriler tizerinde gerekli eleme ya da duizeltme isleminin uygulamasi sonras: ¢esitli yéntemlerle bu veri setinden anlamli bil-
giler cikarilmasim kapsamaktadir (Passas, 2024). Bibliyometrik analiz yontemi, literatiirdeki eserler tizerinden nicel analiz
yapilmasina imkan tanimaktadir. Daha 6nce yayimlanmis eserler; yazarlari, atif sayilari, yayimlandiklar: dergiler, tilkeler
ve kurumlar iizerinden incelenmekte ve aragtirmaya konu olan alana dair kaliplar ve egilimler gézler éniine serilmektedir
(Ellegaard & Wallin, 2015).

Bibliyometrik analiz yontemi son zamanlarda biiyiik bir popiilerlik kazanmigtir ve bir¢cok alanda kullanilmaya baglamistir. Bu
popilerligin ve yaygin kullaniminin arkasinda yatan nedenlerin arasinda bibliyometrik analiz araclarinin ve bibliyometrik
analize imkan taniyan veri tabanlarinin gelismesi, erigilebilir olmas: gosterilir. Literatiire dair ¢ok sayida verinin anlamlan-
dirilarak o alandaki entelektiiel yapinin kesfedilmesine imkan taniyan bu yéntemin bir¢cok faydasi bulunmaktadir. Bir alanin
yeni ve daha uygun yollarla ilerletilebilmesine, aragtirmacilarin alana dair biitiincil bir bakis acis1 elde edebilmesine, litera-
tirdeki bogluklarin goriilerek yeni fikirlerin iiretilmesine ve aragtirmacilarin alana yoénelik amagladiklar: katkilarini dogru bir
sekilde konumlandirabilmelerine olanak tanimasi bu faydalardan bazilaridir (Donthu vd., 2021).

Ulkemizdeki katilim bankacihg: ile ilgili bibliyometrik ¢alismalarin daha 6nce YOK Ulusal Tez Merkezi ve Scopus veri taban-
larini kullanmalar1 sonucunda aragtirmanin yirutilecegi veri taban1 Web of Science olarak belirlenmistir. Katilim bankaci-
lig1 literatiiriine dair durumun daha guncel tarihler i¢in farkl: bir veri tabani kullanilarak sunulacak olmas: ¢aligmay: 6zgin
kilmaktadar.

Arastirma sirasinda éncelikle veri tabaninda sorgulanacak kavramlar belirlenmistir. Ulkemizde katilim bankas olarak isim-
lendirilen kurumlarin uluslararasi literatiirde islami banka olarak adlandirilmas: sonucunda sorguda her iki kavraminda in-
gilizcesine yer verilmistir. Bu kapsamda veri tabaninda yapilan sorguda “islamic bank” ve “participation bank” kavramlar
kullanilmigtir. Bu kavramlarin eser icerisinde ek alarak sorgu sonucuna yansimama ihtimallerine karsilik “*” igareti kulla-
nilmistir. Bu kavramlara ek olarak, yalmzca Tirkiye’deki bankalar tizerine yapilan ¢aligmalar: kapsamasi i¢in “Tiirkiye” ve

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3.2. Yillara Gére Yayin ve Atif Sayilarmin incelenmesi

Veri setindeki caligmalar yillara gére incelendiginde en erken yayinin 1990 yilinda oldugu bulunmustur. 1990 yilindan 2024
y1l sonuna kadar olan makaleler incelendiginde en ¢ok yaymnin 2023 yilinda yayimlandigi gérilmektedir. 2024 yilinda ise
ciddi bir diisiis gercekleserek yalnizca 5 adet makalenin yayimlandigi bulunmustur. En disiik yayin sayisinin ise 1 adet ile
1990, 2005, 2007 ve 2012 yillarinda gergeklestigi goriilmektedir.

Galismalar atif sayis1 bakimindan incelendiginde en yiiksek atif sayisina 205 adet atif ile 2024 yilinda ulasildig: gérilmektedir.
Tablo genel olarak incelendiginde yillar gectikge atif sayisinin artis gosterdigi fark edilmektedir. En diistik atif sayis1 0 adet ile

This study offers a critical and analytical evaluation of the late Sabri Orman’s (1948-2020) work titled Civiliza-
tion Analysis, Metamethodology and Methodology. The author recommends a “civilizational metamethodology”
grounded in the “initial formation” experience of Islamic civilization, with the aim of establishing a methodological
foundation for Islamic economics. The work examines fundamental concepts, the formation process of Islamic ci-
vilization, civilizational inheritance, and civilizational construction through an interdisciplinary lens, and, based
on these processes, seeks to develop a methodological framework for the re-formation of Islamic civilization in the
contemporary era. It also discusses the processes of inheritance from Western economics in both the theoretical and
practical domains of Islamic economics, offering a suggestion for methodological renewal in the field. This evalua-
tion concludes that Orman’s perspective—centered on historical experience—provides methodological depth and
vision to the discipline of Islamic economics.

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Merhtim Prof. Dr. Sabri Orman (1948-2020), Tirkiye'deki “Islam Iktisadi” calismalarmin 20. ve 21. asirdaki teorik
oénciilerindendir. Merhtim yazar, Medeniyet Analizi, Metametodoloji ve Metodoloji baghkli ¢alismasinda “Islam iktisadi”
metodolojisine bir katki saglamak eregiyle kiymetli bir girisimde bulunmaktadar.

Gergi evvela sunu belirtmek gerekir: Yazar, semantik nedenlerle “Islam iktisadi” yerine “Islami iktisat” ifadesini tercih eder.
Bunun nedeni, Tiirkcede “Islam iktisadi” seklinde kullamilan tabirin Ingilizceye bugiin “Islamic Economics” olarak terciime
edilmesidir. Oysa bu terciime, anlam bakimindan Tiirksede “Islami iktisat” ifadesine karsilik gelmektedir. Bu sebeple biz de
merhtimun kullandig1 “Islami iktisat” ifadesine yer yer basvuracak; ancak “galat-1 meshur lugat-1 fasihten evladir” prensibi
geregi bu incelemede “Islam iktisad:” tabirini de kullanmaya devam edecegiz.

Bir disipline “ilim” diyebilmek i¢in onun sahip olmasi gereken hususiyetlerden birisi de onun “metodolojisi” (yéntem bilimi)
yani “ustil”adar. Islam iktisadi ise hentiz metodolojik a¢idan olgunlasmamus bir alandir. Islam iktisad: literatiiriinde, metodo-
lojik tartigmalar yiizeysel kalmuis, tarihsel tecriibe ile metodoloji arasinda képrii zayif olmus, Bati iktisadi ile iligki cogunlukla
tepkisel ya da daginik bicimde ele alinmigtir. Yazar, tam olarak bu eksikligi hedef alir.

Orman, Islam iktisadi metodolojisinin gin@miiz icin sifirdan icat edilemeyecegini, bunun ancak Islam medeniyetinin ilk
tesekkiil siirecinin tetkik edilmesiyle miimkiin olacagini savunur. Bu nedenle kitabin arka planinda giiclii bir tarihsel-norma-
tif baglam vardir. Ayrica eser, yalnizca Islam iktisadini degil, genel olarak Islam medeniyetini ilgilendiren bir “yeniden tesek-
kil” meselesini merkeze alir. Bu acidan kitap, modern diinya kargisinda Miislimanlarin epistemik ve kurumsal yenilenme
arayigina cevap arayan bir ¢erceve sunar. Dolayisiyla eser, bir “temellendirme” girigimidir. Bundan 6tiirii yazarin bu ¢aligmasi,
fslam iktisadinin ilmi olgunluk kazanabilmesi bakimindan kayda deger bir katkidir.

Eser, bir giris (birinci bsliim), dokuz béliim ve bir sonuctan olusmaktadir. Caligma ilk defa Islam Iktisadi Aragtirma Merkezi
(IKAM) tarafindan 6-8 Nisan 2018 tarihleri arasinda istanbul Universitesinde “Islam Iktisads Metodolojisi” konusu tzerine
organize edilen 6. Islam Iktisad1 Atélyesi'nde anlik olarak sunulmustur. Yazarin aktarimina gore eser, son halini alana kadar
15 mubhtelif versiyondan gecmistir (s. 7). IKAM’1n s6z konusu atélye (2024 yilindan itibaren zirveye dénistiralmastir.)
faaliyetinin bu kiymetli calismaya vesile oldugunu tekrar vurgulamak gerekir.

Caligmanin birinci bolimi “giris” baghgima sahiptir. Ikinci boliim “Temel Kavramlar, Kavramlar Arasi {liskiler ve Baz1 Met-
odolojik Miilahazalar”, iiciincii béliim “Islam Medeniyetinin Tesekkiil Siirecinin Genel Bir Analizi”, dérdiincii béliim “Yeni
Bir Dinin Dogusu ve Yeni Bir Normatif Sistemin Ortaya Cikis1”, besinci boliim “Medeniyet Tevariisii veya Cagdas Kurum ve
Bilgilerin Temelliik Edilmesi”, altinc1 boliim “Medeniyet Ingas1 veya Kurum ve Bilgi Uretimi”, yedinci bolam “Islam Medeni-
yetinin Tegekkiil Siirecinin Analizinden Bir Metametodoloji Denemesine”, sekizinci blim “Metametodolojiden Medeniyet
Yenilenmesine veya Yeniden Tegekkiil Siirecine”, dokuzuncu bolim “Metametodolojiden Islami Tktisat Calismalarina ve Ben-
zerlerine”, onuncu bolim “Inhitat Meselesinin Metametodolojik Implikasyonlarina” baghgini tagimaktadir.

Oncelikle belirtmek gerekir ki yazar, “6nsoz” ve “giris” de de belirtildigi izere; Islam iktisad1 disiplinini, mistakil olarak
ele almak yerine Islam medeniyet miiktesebatinin bir alt kiimesi seklinde ele almigtir. Zira ona gore “Islami iktisat”, Islam
medeniyet mitktesebatinin “iktisat” boyutunun mimessilidir (s. 7, 11). Dolayisiyla yazarin eserdeki temel amaci, Islam’in “ilk
tesekkil” devrindeki deneyiminden “yeniden tegekkiil” devri icin bir rehberlik ¢ikartilip ¢ikartilamayacagini irdelemektir (s.
11). By, Islam iktisadi metodolojisi calismalari i¢in tarihsel (Islam ve medeniyet tarihi tizerine) bir inceleme olmas1 agisindan
degerli bir girisimdir.

Yazar ikinci bolimde kavramsal ve kavramlar arasindaki iliskilere dair irdelemeler yapar. Bu kavramlar; “Islam Medeniyet
fslami iktisat”, “Medeniyet” ve “Islam Medeniyeti"dir (s. 15).

tegekkiil stireci”, “yeniden tegekkul siireci”,
Yazar “Islam medeniyeti” kavramini “(...) islam dini mensuplarinin kendi tarihleri boyunca insanligin maddi ve manevi miik-
tesebat envanterine ekledigi degerlerin biitiini” seklinde tanimlar (s. 16). “Tlk tesekkil” kavraming; Islam’in bir din olarak
neget etmesinden itibaren kendi normatif mekanizmasinin yagamin her vechesindeki fenomenlerle hesaplagsmas: seklinde
tamimlar. “Yeniden tegekkil” siirecini ise Misliimanlarin Bati medeniyeti ile muvacehesinde muhatap olduklar1 meydan
okumalara karsilik verdikleri cevaplar biitiinii olarak tanimlar (s. 16). Eser boyunca yazar, 6zetlemeye ¢aligtigimiz bu ka-
vramlar 1s181nda bir “metodoloji” ¢ikartmaya ¢aligir.

Yazar ticiincit boluimde Islam’in tesekkiil ettigi toplumun genel bir analizine yer vermistir. Ona gére Islam bir bosluga
dogmamustir (s. 25). Dolayisiyla Islam’in dogdugu toplumda viicut bulmus bir “medeniyet” yapist mevcuttu. Yazar “Medeni-
yet tevarusit” vetiresiyle, diger medeniyetlerden tevariis edilen mallars, iligki tarzlarin, kisaca tiim siyasi, iktisadi ve kualtarel
yasam karsisinda alinan tavirlari imé eder (s. 25). Bu agamada “mevcut ve hazir degerlerin tiiketimi” s6z konusudur, yani bu
bir “yeniden tiretime” ve “deger gelisimine” kap1 aralayan evredir (s. 25). Bu, yazarin “giris” baghgin tagiyan birinci bslim-
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de degindigi tizere; “ilk tesekkil” siirecinin, “tevariis” adim verdigi birinci alt siirecidir (s. 12.). Yazarin buradaki kastettigi
husus, islami ilimlerde de siklikla vurgulanmis olan “iptal”, “ibka” ve “islah” mevzusudur. Medeniyet tevariisii vetiresinde
Muslumanlar, kendi normatif sistemleriyle ¢elisen, kimi kurum ve kavramlar iptal ederek, kismen uyusup kismen celisen
unsurlar1 1slah ederek, bir biitiin olarak uyusanlari ise dogrudan tevariis ederek “Islam medeniyeti” meydana getirilmeye

calisilmigtir. Bu, esas olarak “ilk tesekkil” siirecinin, “inga” ad1 verilen ikinci alt stirecine tekabiil etmektedir (s. 12).

Diger taraftan “ilk tesekkiil” ve “yeniden tegekkiil” stireclerinin ikiger boyutu oldugunu da belirtir. Her iki siirecinde birinci
boyutuna “Maddi, ameli, olgusal ya da ontik boyut” baglhgini, ikinci boyutuna ise “Manevi, nazari, entelektiiel ya da epistemik
boyut” baghgim verir (s. 25). Birinciden kast1 olgu, olay ve kurum gibi yasamin somut gercekleridir. Tkinci ise bilgi, dastnce
ve degerlerdir (s. 25). Yazar, “Islam medeniyeti”, “ilk tesekkiil”, “yeniden tesekkil”, “tevariis”, “insa”, “ontik/epistemik boyut”
gibi kavramlarla disiplinin s6z dagarcigini sistemlegtirir (s. 15-26).

Yazar bir “medeniyet ingas1” faaliyeti olarak biraz evvel teknik tabirle ifade ettigimiz “iptal”, “ibka” ve “islah” usuliine referans
verir. Yazar buna, “selektif tavir” adim verir (s. 26).

Yazar dérdiinci bélimde, fslam’n ilk tesekkiil stirecine dair kisa bir degerlendirme yapar. Ona gére Islam, miintesiplerine
yasamin halleri icerisinde kilavuz ve referans olabilecek bir normatif sistem saglar (s. 29).

Besinci bolim, yukarida da kisaca sz edilen “medeniyet tevariisi” meselesine ayrilmistir. Ozellikle islam’in ilk tesekkiil siire-
cindeki yayilim1 esnasindaki iki stiper gii¢le (Kuzeybatida Bizans Imparatorlugu ve kuzeydoguda Sasani imparatorlugu) olan
temasina referans veren yazar, kismen slam medeniyet tarihi incelemesi yapmigtir (s. 33). Bu yayilmayla birlikte Miisliman-
larin kurumsal ve entelektiiel/fikri tevariis vetirelerine temas etmistir (s.34-37). Yazarin bu boliimde yaptig: ilging analizle-
rden birisi de “Hint Medeniyeti” 6zelinde “Birtni’nin yaklagimini, “Eski Yunan Medeniyeti” 6zelinde ise “Gazali’nin yak-
lagimini mercek altina almasidir. Ki yazar ashinda bunu yaparak, bagta belirttigimiz argiimanina “disiince tarihi” ézelinde
megruiyet zemini aramaktadir (s. 38-48). flerleyen kisimda kisaca mercek altina aldigi diger distiniirler ise “Ibn Riigd”, “Hoca-
zade”, “Alaeddin Tasi”, “Sehristani” ve “Nasiruddin Ttsi"dir (s. 48-52). Bu kisim, Islam diigiince tarihindeki diger diistniirleri
de kapsayacak bicimde daha genis bir caligma icin bir rehber olabilir. Bu agidan eser; medeniyet tarihi, {slam dagtince tarihi,
sosyoloji, iktisat ve metodoloji alanlarini bir araya getirir. Birtni, Gazali, ibn Riisd, Nasiruddin Tasi gibi isimler iizerinden
yapilan okuma 6zgiin bir perspektif olugturur (s. 38-52).

Altina bélam, Misliimanlarin medeniyet ingas1 ve kurum-bilgi iiretimini inceler. Yazar medeniyet ingasi faaliyetlerini de iki
kisma ayirir. Bunlar “ilk tegekkill” ve “yeniden tegekkiil” siireglerinin alt boyutlariyla aynidir: 1) Olgusal, maddi, ameli veya
ontik boyut, 2) Manevi, nazari veya epistemolojik boyut (s. 53). Ancak yazar, Islam’in “kurumlar tarihi” ve “iktisadi ve sosyal
distince tarihi” alanlarinin da hentiz emekleme déneminde oldugunun da altini ¢izer. Dolayisiyla bu bélumde kisa bir 6zet
verir.

Yedinci bélim, yazarin tezini ispata giristigi esas kisimdir denebilir. Burada, bu bsliime kadar aktardigi hususlardan bir “met-
odoloji” denemesi yapmaya girisir. Kendi tabiriyle bir “metametodoloji’dir bu. Zira o, bu kavrami “medeniyet metodolojisi”
olarak kullandigini acik¢a belirtir (s. 67). “Meta” 6neki, akademik disiplinin kavram ve neticeleriyle ilgili olmak tizere, onun
Gtesi ve sonrasinda yer almayi da kasteder. Yazara gore medeniyet metodolojisi de bir metodoloji 6tesidir.

Yazar medeniyet tesekkil siirecinden maddeler halinde on sonug ¢ikartir ve bunlar: siralar (s. 61-66). Yazara gore “tevaris”
ve “inga” vetirelerinin bagarili 6rnekleri, “stireklilik” ve “degisme” arasinda bir dengenin varhigini gésterir (s. 63). Yazar, tari-
hsel 6rnekler iizerinden tevariis/inga siireglerinin bagar: 6l¢atiniin siireklilik ile degisim arasindaki denge oldugunu gésterir
(s. 63). Yazar, bilimdeki “olandan, olmas1 gerekene” problemine de deginir. Yazara gore pozitif yani olandan, olmas: gerekene
gitmek mumkundir (s. 68). Dolayisiyla yazar bu bélimde de, iddiasina yer yer mesruiyet zemini saglamaya ¢aligir. Ancak ona
gore “(...) tarihten teoriye gitmenin de kendi riskleri ve sinirlar1 vardir ve bu konuda dikkatli ve 6zenli olmak gerekir” (s. 68).
Bu uyari, eserin metodolojik iddiasinin ayni zamanda zayif noktasina igaret eder. Tarihsel siireclerden ¢agdag bir metodoloji
cikarmak, dogasi geregi yoruma aciktir.

Yazar sekizinci béliimde, buraya kadar tartigtigi mevzular rehberliginde bir “cagdas yenilenme” stirecine girilip girilemeye-
cegini irdeler. Ona gére Islam medeniyetinin “tesekkiil siireci”, onun yenilenme ve yeniden tesekkiilii siirecine rehberlik ede-
bilir (s. 71). Yazar, bu bélimden itibaren artik tezinin ispatina ge¢mis olur. Yazar, yenilenme veya yeniden tesekkiil siireci i¢in
dort madde siralar (s. 73-77). Ona gore “Islami normlar” Miislimanlarin medeniyet oyununun temel kaidelerini tegkil etme-
ktedir (s. 73). Yazara gore ikinci mithim husus, Islam medeniyetinin “yeniden tesekkil” siirecinde de diger medeniyetlerle
hesaplagmas: ve bir “tevariis” eylemi yiiritmesinin gerekli oldugudur (s. 73). Bunu ise bir inga faaliyeti tamamlamalidir (s.
75). Son olaraksa tiim bunlar1 yaparken iletisime ve etkilesime a¢ik olmak gerektigini vurgular (s. 76).
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Yazar dokuzuncu béliimde, buraya kadar degerlendirmesini yaptigi metametodolojiden, “Islami iktisat” tevariisi meselesine
egilir. Yazar, Islami iktisadi, bir medeni tevaris faaliyeti olarak gériir (s. 80). Bu meyanda teorik/nazari iktisadi tevariisii ve
pratik/ameli tevariisii birbirinden ayirir (s. 81). Birinciden kast1 “(...) modern Bati iktisat teorisinden bazi unsurlarin tevasir
edilmis olmasidir” (s. 81). fkinciden kast1 ise Bat1 iktisadi miiesseselerinin veya pratiklerinin tevariis edilmesidir. Yazar, on
maddelik listeyle, metametodoloji 1s131nda, Islami iktisat metodolojisinin gelisim ve déniisiimiine dair bir analizle devam
eder. Eserde, Islam’in tarihsel yayilim siirecindeki tevariis ve insa pratiklerinden on maddelik metodolojik ilkeler ¢ikarilmas:
oldukga yenilik¢idir.

Yazar onuncu béliimde ise, “inhitat” meselesine deginir. Zira ona gore tegekkiil devri; yapilmasi icap edenleri anlatiyorsa,
inhitat devri ise yapilmamasi gerekenleri anlatmaktadir (s. 90).

Ozetle yazar, bu ¢ahigmasiyla, Islami iktisadin hem teorik ve hem de pratik ayagmna rehber olabilecek bir “metodoloji”
cikartmaya calismistir. Bunu ise, Islam’in ilk tesekkiil devrindeki medeniyet tecriibesiyle yapmaya ¢aligmis ve retrospektif
bir perspektif gelistirmistir. Dolayisiyla calisma, salt {slam iktisadi icin degil Islami Medeniyetin yeniden tesekkiilii ve ihyas:
i¢in metodolojik bir kivilcim olabilir.

Diger taraftan Islam iktisadini tamamen Islam medeniyetinin alt kiimesi olarak gormek (s. 7, 11), fazla genis bir cercevedir.
Bu yaklagim, “Islami iktisat” disiplininin bagimsiz akademik konumunu tartismali hale getirebilir. Ayrica eser, metodoloji
tartismasini tarihsel dizlemde kurar. Bu nedenle, ¢cagdas iktisadi problemlerle iligkilendirme nispeten zayif kalir.

Yazar, modern problemlere salt fikhi ¢éziimler degil, medeniyetin kurucu dénemindeki tevariis-insa dengesi temelinde daha
butiincul ¢6zimler iiretilebilecegini gésterir (s. 73-77). Dolayisiyla eser, Miislumanlarin kendi tarihsel tecriibelerini bir met-
odoloji kaynag olarak gérmelerine imkan tanir. Bu durum, ézellikle modern dinyada epistemik 6zgiiven agisindan énemlidir.
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
